No
remuneration shall be paid to board members employed by Strategic Value Partners, LLC (Alexandre
Mignotte, Ricardo Mateiro and Riccardo Franchi).

The general meeting resolved to abolish Nordic Paper’s instructions for the nomination committees
and that Nordic Paper going forward shall not have a nomination committee.
